Castañeda Palace, the Alarcón Mural
Painting Center for Contemporary Art, Don Juan Manuel Square
and Santo Domingo de Silos Church are other sights you will
want to visit.

Hiking through the Alarcón Gorge will take you to many beautiful
locations.  There  are  two  wonderful  options:  a  long-distance
footpath following the route of  the Júcar  River,  and a short-
distance footpath that skirts Alarcón, offering lovely views.

180 km from Madrid and 170 km from Valencia, this is an ideal
spot to spend a weekend and get away from it all. All you have
to do is get out of the city and relax, Alarcón and our Parador will
take care of the rest.
