Just a few kilometers from Antequera, a wonderful place awaits
your  amazed  eyes:  El  Torcal  Nature  Reserve,  a  unique
geological  formation  where  narrow  winding  paths  skirt
spectacular  capricious  forms  sculpted  in  the  limestone  over
hundreds of millions of years. This is also a wonderful spot for
exploring  the  universe,  as  there  is  a  modern  astronomy
observatory  offering  visitor  activities  year  round.  When  you
return to the Parador in the evening, you can also enjoy star
gazing at the hotel.
