You can visit and get to know more 
about the lives of Muslims back when the 
markets and the movement of the river 
dictated the importance and richness of 
Tavira.

The restaurant and breakfast area is in the former 
refectory of the monastery and overlooks the garden. 

Although there isn’t a pulpit anymore to remember the 
religious readings during the meal, there are moments of 

deep communion with the local gastronomy. 
The privilege to taste some of the best gastronomic 

references of Algarve in this space will be a reason to say 
graces. Start the experience with a cover charge where the 

regionally extracted salt flower earns a tasting, between 
olive oil, garlic butter, olives and butter. Continue with 
a tasting of lemoned mackerel, peas Algarve style, cod 

tiborna and fried onions and tuna muxama (the famous sea 
ham) with toasted almonds. Or take a risk and try one of 

the traditional flavors of the Algarve, stuffed figs and goat 
cheese, a surprising and deliciously indulgent blend.

Save room for the mains: the Alhada streak, cuttlefish 
and shrimp feijoada, Lagareiro octopus, chicken bread 
soup served in bread and casseroles are major symbol 

of the house, recommended dishes by chef with strong 
local roots, where the ingredients are worked in the most 

original way, but as respectful of tradition as possible. 
The tasting of seafood, which must be requested 24 

hours in advance to ensure that the seafood is freshfrom 
the market on the day it will be tasted, is a memorable 
experience, ideal for a celebratory dinner that deserves

a truly special dish.  
End your meal with an amazing and fresh orange pudding 

with homemade honey ice cream, with a unique and 
compact piece of pie carob and fig, with a typical Algarve 
Morgadinho or a delicious D. Rodrigo de Tavira. A sweet 

note to end an unforgettable meal.
